Permits can be requested for any day of the week. 
No permit will be issued for 1st September, 25th/26th December or any official holiday. 
Permits are limited and applications must be made 7 clear days before required. 
If the quota of permits has been issued for the dates required, or alternative dates not 
given, both money and card will be returned. 
Permits cost £7 and run from midnight to midnight or £35 per week (Monday to 
Sunday) 
Failure to comply with any of the rules printed on the permit, or any breach of shooting 
discipline will result in the withdrawal of the permit and permanent refusal of any future 
permits. 
If it is your first time on the Wash marshes, it is advisable to contact either the Head 
Warden or the Secretary of one of the Associations.
